Introduction
John 9:1-5
1 As he went along, he saw a man blind from birth. 
2 His disciples asked him, "Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he 
was born blind?" 
3 "Neither this man nor his parents sinned," said Jesus, "but this happened so 
that the work of God might be displayed in his life. 
4 As long as it is day, we must do the work of him who sent me. Night is 
coming, when no one can work. 
5 While I am in the world, I am the light of the world.“

John 9:6-34 (Summary)
The account of Jesus healing of the blind man from birth on a Sabbath and the 
debate between the Pharisees, the Jews, the man who was born blind and 
now see and also his parents. The debate is also about Jesus’ identity.



John 10:1-13 Summary
He was not pointing out the mode of entrance into shepherd hood, but He was 
telling how the function for all true shepherd hood must be discharged. He was 
laying down the rule of good conduct and right service in all true leadership -- a 
rule which He Himself exemplified and fulfilled, and which all must obey who 
hope in any degree to be worthy leaders of men.
